Consider Planning Applications:

Applications:


1. RR/2010/508/P(Del) & RR/2010/509/P(Del) Coghurst Lodge, Ivyhouse Lane. Proposed two story extention and internal alterations. Resolved: Recommend approval. Subject to compliance with Rother DC listed building regulations.
2. RR2010/461/P(Del) Rose Cottage, A259 Guestling Thorne. Single Storey extension to the side. Resolved: Recommend approval. 
3. RR/2010/464/R (Del) Bumpkins Shaw Yard, Rock Lane. New window in gable end storage building office. Erect scaffold rack, sand, ballast, hardcore and soil bays (part retrospective). Resolved: Recommend approval. Subject to: restricting the height of the racks and bays to 1.8 metres to minimise the visual impact on the AONB. The 100 ton capacity requested seems excessive for the proposed bins and should be reduced. We do not wish to see the site become a retail outlet. The hours of operation should be restricted to 08.00 – 18.00 Monday to Friday, 08.00 – 13.00 Saturday and closed on Sunday and Bank Holidays. Arrangements for surface water drainage should ensure that there is no run off towards Westwood. The new window should not open and be of obscured glass.  These recommendations should be included in the Section 106 agreement.
4. RR/2010/702/P (Del) Holly Cottage, Butchers Lane, Three Oaks. Proposed two storey two bedroom house with internal garage. Resolved: Recommend refusal. We do not wish to see further infilling in Butchers Lane. This supports Action One of the Guestling and Three Oaks Action Plan 2010-15. We support the comments made by the Planning Inspector in the report on the site dated 10 September 2009. The new application does not seem to address the problems mentioned in the report.
