Matters arising from the minutes -  None

Review recommendations delegated to the chairman from the cancelled 19 December 2011 meeting.

1. RR/2011/2476/FN Little Maxfield Farm Fourteen Acre Lane. Proposed 44 solar panels to roof of rear elevation of existing barn. No recommendation made.

2. RR/2011/2236/P Coggersland, Ivyhouse Lane. Access track with turning area from road through the existing gateway to existing hay barn. Recommend refusal. We would like to see more consideration given to the rural area. A grasscrete track would be preferable to the tarmac track that has been laid. We would have liked to see a Highways report as whilst there was an existing gateway it was never used as an entrance. The tarmac track adjoins the highway and whilst the visability if fairly good the speed of the traffic on this straight piece of lane is often fast and the slowing and turning vahicles could be a potential danger. 

Resolved: To record these recommendations in these minutes.

Applications.

1. RR/2011/2564/P Sunnyside, Eight Acre Lane. Proposed loft conversion with dormer window, roof lights and window and replacement garage. Resolved: Recommend approval
2. RR/2011/2645/P Shelleys Church Lane. Erection of detached garage, in same location as previous garage (now demolished) Resolved: Recommend approval, but subject to a s.106 agreement restricting its use to residents of Shelleys.
3. RR/2011/2656/P. Proposed new dwelling between Spring Bank and 4 Meadow Cottages, Butchers Lane. Resolved: Recommend refusal. A septic tank on the site takes water from 1, 2 & 3 Meadow Cottages. Any development would have to consider access to the septic tanks for emptying and maintenance. Ownership of the site is disputed by 1,2,3 & 4 Meadow Cottages. Rother DC policy GD2 5.32 says “it will be expected that foul sewerage is connected to the public mains system. Only exceptionally will other provision be allowed where it is not feasible to connect”. We do not consider this application exceptional. There appears to be no permitted access from the highway. The sight lines in both directions are poor and the indicated traffic calming measures could create further hazards on a dangerous part of Butchers Lane.
