Applications:


1. RR/2011/2089/P. The Old Barn Shire Hollow Rock Lane. Alterations to existing buildings introduce car ports erection of poly tunnel and upgrade existing driveways, erection of two wind turbines and refurbishing/keeping of hens in redundant building. Installation of photovoltaic panels and solar water heaters. Resolved: Recommend refusal.  We have already expressed the view that a certificate of lawful use should not be granted on this site. The rules relating to holiday lets on Shire House should be enforced. The Old Barn was subject to an appeal in 2000 and we would like to see the findings of that appeal upheld. The proposed summerhouse does not appear to be an annex to the barn and has the fittings for a further dwelling. The proposed redevelopment of the lean to log cabin looks like a plan for a further dwelling. The hen house development does not show dimensions but appears large for hens merely to provide eggs for domestic use. The new carport/caravan storage with associated solar panels is another building which is an overdevelopment on this site within the AONB. The wind turbines and poly tunnels will be visible from several neighbouring dwellings and constitute unsuitable development within the AONB. The entire site is being developed into residential use without and contrary to planning laws and requirements and the limitations and objectives of the AONB.
