· RR/2015/67&68/L The Hope Guestling Green TN35 4LS. Erection of wooden palisade fencing to side of dwelling extending along side boundary to road frontage. Proposed new dwelling. Resolved. Recommend approval.

We agree with the comments posted by Mr & Mrs Katchbull-Hugesson of Old Church Farm. We feel that a comprehensive development plan is long overdue..
· RR/2015/62/P Fourteen Acre Lane – Junction with Butchers Lane TN35 4NB. Change of use from agricultural use to sports field (including four football, one rugby, and two cricket pitches). Site access track and parking area. Resolved. Recommend refusal. We feel most strongly that this is an inappropriate proposed development for what is at present agricultural land situated in the AONB. There is a footpath across the land which will make completely safeguarding and protecting the children more problematic. A major concern is the increase in traffic. The junction of the A259 and Butchers Lane is inadequate for large vehicles there being a 7.5t weight limit for the entirety of the lane. Two previous applications for this area, RR/1999/2384/P and RR/2004/866/P were refused mainly on grounds of additional traffic movements. The parking is inadequate for the number of proposed pitches. Parking would overspill on to Butchers Lane causing problems for through traffic. On a busy day there would not appear to be room for coaches to enter and leave the parking area in a forward gear. Butchers Lane already has traffic problems and the likelihood of coaches travelling in from the west will further exacerbate this with many places too narrow to pass. The potential for an unacceptable level of noise pollution on this quiet village is another major concern that would include weekends all year round. There is also a strong possibility of balls going over the hedges onto the highway or into gardens. There is a complete lack of welfare facilities for both home and away teams. The telegraph pole referred to is in fact a high voltage pylon. The land is governed by NVZ. We feel that our objections mirror the views of the residents of Three Oaks.
