1. RR/2011/1410/P. Little Maxfield farmhouse, Fourteen Acre Lane. Erection of boundary wall and dwarf enclosure walls to a terrace (retrospective) Resolved: Recommend approval.  
2. RR/2011/1561/P. 47 Austen Way. Formation of granny annexe within existing garage access with link extension at rear. Resolved: Recommend approval.  
3. RR/2011/1664/P Shelleys Church Lane. Removal of condition 3 (annexe occupation restriction) imposed on RR/2011/323 – Conversion of detached garage into annex accommodation ancillary to existing dwelling. Resolved: Recommend refusal. As our recommendation on RR/2011/323/P we remain opposed to new dwellings within the AONB. The requested change to the restriction would result in the conversion becoming a new dwelling. The proposal would therefore contravene the Rother DC local plan and our parish action plan.
4. RR/2011/1682/RN Three Oaks bridge, Butchers Lane, Replace bridge. Resolved: Recommend approval.  However we request that the weight restrictions are unchanged, also that proper provision is made for pedestrians and that traffic is restricted to single lane with priority for vehicles travelling up the hill.
5. RR/2011/1683/RN Doleham bridge, Doleham Hill. Replacement bridge.  Resolved: Recommend approval.  However we request that the weight restrictions are unchanged, also that proper provision is made for pedestrians and that traffic is restricted to a single lane with priority for vehicles travelling up the hill.
