Applications:


1. RR/2010/757/P (Del) Rose Cottage, Butchers Lane, Three Oaks. Proposed two bedroom dwelling. Demolition of 1950’s extension to Rose Cottage is a separate listed building application. Resolved: Recommend refusal.  We feel that the area is too small for an additional dwelling. The disposal of foul water is not detailed. The proposed parking has not been subject to a planning application. We do not want to see the loss of a mature tree and bushes to the street scene. If this application is approved it should be subject to a s.106 agreement tying the new development to Rose Cottage.
2. RR/2010/893/P (Del) Guestling-Bradshaw school. Single storey rear extension and installation of translucent roofing over existing patio. Resolved: Recommend approval.
3. RR/2010/560/P (Del) Coghurst Cottage Farm Ivyhouse Lane. Erection of wooden garage. Resolved: Recommend refusal. Given the close proximity of existing large vehicle storage facilities there seems to be no reason for this further development in the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty.
